	Literacy    We will be studying the following Units:

Year 3 & 4: Stories with familiar settings based on stories by the author Anthony Browne, fantasy stories based on the novel A Pilgrim's Progress by John Bunyan, desert island diary writing, poems on a theme from Allan Ahlberg's  "The Mighty Slide" and dictionary work.
Year 5 & 6: Classic Narrative Poetry (the Highwayman), Recounts/Journalistic writing, Biographies/ Autobiographies, Non-chronological reports. There will also be a grammar and punctuation focus each week.
We place a great emphasis on reading in school and feel it is very important that the children read every night. Reading record books should be signed by parents to indicate the page reached each evening, and the reading book bag should be brought into school every morning. 
5 spellings will be sent out on a Monday linked to a pattern or rule. This focus will be looked at each day and on Friday there will be a spelling test (10 spellings).
